SECRETARIES OF STATE.
[Until the reign of Henry VIII. there was only one Se-

cretary of State ; and, until the reign of Elizabeth, the
Secretaries were never of the Privy Council. From that
time to the prefent, there have been two Secretaries of
State, and fometimes three, and thus council has feldom
been held without the pretence of at leaft one of them.
From the death of %leen Anne to the rebellion of 1745,
there was a third Secretary for Scotland; and from 1768,
to the lots of America in 178s, there was one for the colo-
nies. The departments of the two Secretaries were, previous
to 1782, divided into Northern and Southern, but are now di-
vided into one foreign, the other domettic. With the home
Secretary, all grants, pardons, &c. regulation in civil mat-
ters of every kind, are made out and executed. To the
foreign Secretary belong all difp.atches to and from other
courts, and all bufinets appertaining to the fame. They
have the euftody of the Privy,Signet, becaufe the King's
private letters are Pealed with it. There are four Clerks of
the Signet, pho make out grants, patents, &c. which
have the ign manual, to which the fignet being added, it
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is a warrant to the Privy Seal; as the Privy Seal is a
warrant to the Great Seal. The paper office belongs to the
Secretaries of State, where all papers, letters, memorial's,
and negociatious, are depotited and preferved.)

OF

EURO PE.

DENMARK.

D

ENMARK, which is fituated between 4s . and 76,"
North lat. and between oe and 320 Eati long. contains

5,300,000 fouls, upon a furface of 185,50ofquare miles, be-
ing at the rate of nearly 13 to each mile, diftributed amongft
68 towns, 52 boroughs, 15 earldoms, 932 inferior nobles'
elates, and 7coo villages. And in Norway, which belongs
to Denmark, 18 towns, I earldoms, and 2.7 nobles' eftatcs,
betides villages.

In the dole of the year 166o, the ftates performed ho-
mage to hisMajefly,and delivered to him an att to perpetuate
his abfolute prerogative ; and the Crown remains hereditary
In the male and female line.

All law-cafes, which do not come within the cognizance
of the code eftablifhed by Frederic III. are determined by
the law of nature; but the Roman and Canon law are here
of no authority.

The rules of faith are the Apoftolic and A thanaftan
creeds, the AugIburgh con fellion, and Luther's catechifm,
whofe religion is the eftablifhed one: ' The church is go-
Verned by fix Bithops, who are nominated by the King.
The Provoffs, or Deans, &c. are chofen by the Clergy,
and muff be approved of by the Bithops. •

Mature has been liberal to Denmark in the neeetEiries and
conveniences of life They are indeed deficient as to wood,
but they are advancing in the different kinds of corn,,

they roads %ireful and valuable fogils.
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Agriculture is here highly improved; and.places fOrtrieiljl
waft and barren are now teeming with plenty. They
have not only cultivated the deferts, but extended the
(pecks of corn, and have raifed and populated many vit.
lases.

Their leathern manufalturcs are in high eftimation, and
exported in large quantities. A manufaCturer, on produ-
cing a piece of work at Copenhagen, which he cannot dif-
pofe of cifewhere, receives, on the dep otit of it, two-thirds
of the value, and the other third on its Vale.

The fituation of the Danifh Bates gives them an extenfive
commerce, which is favoured by the bays and arms of the
fea, which arc numerous in Denmark; and exportation is fa-
cilitated by the many rivers of Norway. Copenhagen is the
capital of Denmark, and Bergen of Norway. The revenues
of this Kingdom amount annually to about 937,4001.

SWEDEN.

THIS kingdom is &nate& between 56e' and Toy lat. and
ktween t t o and jo• of cetera long. It contains nearly
3-,000,000 of fouls, upon a furface of about zso,coo fquar*
miles, being not quite 14. inhabitants to each mile, dittri-
bateciamongit 104 towns, of which Stockholm is the capi•
tal, Base villages, szoo caws of nobles, and 2535 pa-
tithes.

The foprenve authority is now depot-nod in the hands of -
the fovereign, by the revolution ofrya -' but no new taxes-
can be raifed, no new duties or tolls can be itnpofed, with-
out the concurrence of the Rates.

The administration of }Ake is expeditious in the village
courts, town courts, provincial courts, and the three high
tribunals; but, from thefe, appeals lie in the latt refort ter
the (taws afFembled in diet, who are now at the nod of the
Xing.

The Swedes are zealous Lutherans, though other fedi
are tolerated. The Archbithop of Upfil is chofen by the
Clergy of all the diocefes; but, when a vacancy of a fee oc-
curs, the three perfons, who nsoit votes in a diocefi
are prefented to the King, who, in conjunction with-the na-
tional council, names one for the place.

Their horned cattle and 'horfes are (mall, and the breed
of their Sleep bads Their foret and mountains (want

L
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with lyeafts of prey, and their waters furnifh a fufficiency of
filth for exportation. The fouthern parts produce corn and
fruit-trees; but in the northern, if any, it is only thole of
the worft kind that are to be !net with, the foil being inca-
pable of tillage. Hovvever, they have iron, flee], copper,
brafs, fulphur, alum, vitriol, marble,. &c..

With refped to agriculture, private perfons have devoted
thetnfelves to experiments, and the whc le country difplays
a general fcene of themoft laudable zeal. Their manufac-
tures are trifling; but they carry on a foreign trade in their
own (hips, and are-carriers for other nations. The revenues
of Sweden amount annually to about 67o,833l.

RUSSIA..

THE Ruffian empire is computed to contain 27,000,00o
•f people, difperfed over a furfa ,:e of 5,000,coo of fquare
miles, being at the rate of fix to each fquare mile. Peterf-
burgh is the capital. This empire is fituated between 4.4.•
and 7o• of ,N. lat. and between 23• and. 63 •• of Eaft longi-
tude.

The government of RuRia is abfolute and arbitrary to an
extreme, no fubjeft, however exalted or humble, being
fecure of life or property. There are but two fundamental
laws; the one is written, and the other has the fandion of
cuftom. The peafant and the citizen have gradual Reps
of appeal, until they lay their caufe at the foot of the
Throne.

The Greek church is the eftablifhed religion of the coun-
try. Their devotion to faints, and particularly to St. Ni-
colas, is exec/live, and their obfervance of faits, which
are numerous, is rigid.

In the northern parts of RuiTia there is rather a want of
fertility, but not in the middle, and in thefouthern there is
plenty. They have black cattle, venifon of all kinds,
wild boars, atid beafts of prey. The lakes and rivers abound
with ; there are large bretts of trees ; they have grain;
hemp, and flax, and a variety of minerals.

Their principal manufafture is leather, in which they
Rand unrivalled.. Their foreign trade is carried, on in fo-
reign bottoms, and the articles are the &ins of beans, drugs,
souk linen, timber, tfurCovy glafs, &c. &c.
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Under the prefent emprefs, one hundred and thirty-twe
new towns have been built; yet the population is fill low,
and a farm is appreciated, not according to its fertility, but
the number of labourers it contains. The revenues of &ulna.
are calculated to amount to• 7,c13,3334. annually.

POLAND.

POLAND and Lithuania are flawed  between 46 0 30,
.and S70 30, North lat. and between i6° and se of Eaftern
longitude. It contains 8,5oo,000fouls upon a furface of
about 140,800 fquare miles, being at the rate of 53 to each
fquare mil, ditlributed &mane 5377 villages, and 32,035
nobles'etiates, containing about r,674,300 houfes.Warfaw is
the capital. The revenues of Poland are computed to amount
to 833,3331. annually.
I In a detail fo unavoidably abridged as the prefent, we
mutt confine ourfctves within the enumeration of faits,
and wave the remarks which they might naturally fuggeft.
Without inveftigating any of the circumfances which led
to the memorable but tranfient revolution in May, 1791.,
or adverting to the fuppoted refute of their futidenly-ac.
quired freedom, be it futleient to ehfirve, that, for rea.
Eons which her numerous manifettoes have explained, and
againft the pretended folidity and jullice of which the
emontirances of the Poles have been direited, the Em-

s of Ruffia, in 1754, entered their country with a fort
mi 'e army, and again reduced it to an eleCtive kingdom.

Tb ores profefs the Roman Catholic religion, though
other felts are tolerated. Holy wars and religious peaces
have been made, violated, and revived; but, in all thee
pretended pious agitations, neither party loft light of tem,
poral advantages.

Poland is very fertile, and is remarkable for fleet and
thong horfes, for numbers of horned cattle and (beep..•..
Their rivers have plenty of Mb, and the foil is uncommonly
produCtive in trees, efculent plants, and corn. In the mt.-
`neral kingdom they have filver, lead, quiekfilver, amber,
rock and fpring falt, with mineral waters, gems,. &c.

The arts are at a very low ebb in Poland. Thetrade is
britker than might be fuppofed, yet much fhort of that aate
which nature had dcfigned to give them. Their chief fe.
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reIgn trade is with the Dutch, in pot-allt, linen, &e: but
t this the balance is again& them.

GERMANY.

. THIS empire is fituated between 45 •  and 5.5 • of North
lat. and between s • and a sr.' of Eaftem long. containing
a5,000,000 of fouls, upon a furfaee of roo,000 fquare miles,
at the rate of 535 inhabitants to each fquare mile. Vienna
is the capital.

The whole number of forces in the fervice of the German
Princes have been computed at half a million. Others cal-
culate, that the ecclefiailical Princes can fiirniffi 74,500
men, the temporal Princes 379,000, and the Emperor
90,000. In all 543,5oo.

The aCttial revenue of all Germany has been calculated at
nearly iS,000,000 Sterling, or ioo,coo,000 of dollars.

This empire may be confidered as a grand confederacy of
above 300 independent fovereign Prances, moftly abfolute
In the government of their own territories, but acknow-
ledging an eleCtive fuperior in the perfon of the Emperor,,
who is ftyled the Roman Emperor, finre the time of Othe
the Great. The fucceffor is generally elefted, during the
life-time of the emperor, to the dignity of King of the Ro-
mans, by virtue whereof he diretliy fucceeds. The eleftors
are the Archbitbops of Mentz, Treves, and Cologn, the
King or Eleetor of Bohemia, Bavaria, Saxony, Brandon=
burgh, (King of Pruffia,) and of Brun fwic Hanover, (King
of Great Britain.) As Emperor, he is Lord Paramount,
of whom the Princes are fuppofed to hold their dominions
in fee. He has the power of convoking the Diet, and of
ratifying its proceedings, and in his name• jultice is to be
adminiftered ; but he cannot levy taxes, alter any law of
the empire, involve it in war, or make peace without the
eonfent of the Diet, which is the fiiprerne legillative power,
and is divided into three colleges, the eleftoral, that of the
princes, and that of cities, each deliberating and voting fe-
parately.

The Roman Catholic religion prevails moltly in the
*nth of 'Germany, the Lutheran in the north, and the Cal-
viaift, called alto the reformed, near the Rhine.
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Literature is at prefent in a very. advanced flare through-
eut almoft 'all Germany, but particulary in the protettant
item There are 38 univerfities

' 1
9 protettant, Catho-

lic, and two which partake of both,. befides a number of
literary focieties and academic institutions.

Every variety of foil is to be met with in this extenfive
expire ; but it is, upon the whole, rather fertile than bar-
ren. The middle parts are mod produftive in corn and
cattle, and the fouthern abound with excellent wine and
fruits. The northern parts being cold, are not fo favour-
able to vegetation., though agriculture is much improved in
every part. Their mines produce great' fources of wealth,
furnithing almoft every fpecies of mineral.

Their minerals furnifh extenfive articles for commerce,
as do their falt, hemp, flax, linen, filk, wines, fruit, corn,
cattle, fluffs, cluths, timber, porcelain, wrought imam&
410,4 A.".5, oil, and many other articles.

AUSTRIA.

This is a circle of the German empire, fituated between.
44• and sz• of North lat. and between az • and 45* of East
long. containing i9,yco,000 fouls, upon a furface of
580, 500 fguare miles, being at the rate of soli inhabitants to
each fquare mile. Vienna is the capital.-

The hereditary Elates of Auftria and Galicia have nearly
• the fame government; but Hungary, Tranfylvania,

&c. Tyrol, and the Netherlands, ifiil preferve much
of the ancient confequence of their hates, and their confent
$ ILICCeffary to any law impofing new taxes or enereafing
the old ones. The Netherlands are governed by a viceroy,
who refides at Bruffels, and the Italian provinces by another
refident at Milan.

Though the Roman Catholic is the eflablillied religion,
yet every felt has toleration, and 'Proteftants are admitted
into the government, magiftracy, and army; even Jews
have, in feveral parts of ..the Aulirian dominions, a perma..
nent eflablifhment, and many privileges.

There are fix univerfities, at Vienna, Prague, Pelt, Lim-
burgh, Louvain, and Freyburgh; but they are deemed the
molt faulty of all the German institutions for education,
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Bohemia and Silefia furnifh excellent linens, thread,
paper, drugs, &c. The wines and minerals of Hungary,
their holies, cattle, cotton, &c. the prodigious falt-works
of Galicia, the woollen mapufaflures of Lintz, and a great
variety of other commodities, contribute to advance the
'commercial cotifequence of the Auftrian dominions. Their
annual revenue is computed at about to,000,00l.

PRUSSIA.

THIS kingdom is fituated between 49 • ao' and 54w 40f
North lat. and between a a* 25' and ;9 . ai° of Eaft long..
containing about 6,z5o,000 fouls, upon a furface of 6o,000
fquare miles, being at the rate Of rcht inh;bitants to each
fquare mile. Berlin is the capital. The revenue of this
Kingdom is reckoned at about 3,550,0001.

The Pruffian army is compofed of 42,0oo cavalry, and
xG 000 infantry.

Thls monarchy is hereditary to females _The . power of
the fovereigu is abfolute and unlimited ; but .fortunately
has been amok always exercifed for the advantage of the
fubjea. The government may alrooft be laid to be mili-
tary, from the great connexion and influence of the gene-
rals and officers, as members of the different councils and
bailiwics. Servitude (till otitis in mat of the provinces ;
but the power of the Lords over their vaffals is extremely
Ma tted.

The arrangement tithe laws publifhed by the late King,
and entitled the Frederkiso Code, is admire& for its jufindi,
Amplicity, and concifenefs. _Hence fuits are fpeedily ter-
minitecland with little expellee, there being but few law-
yers, and every man is at liberty to plead his own cattle.

With refpeft to religion,. both Lutheran and Calvinift
are eftablifhed, but particularly the former. There is,
however, fo little power annexed to the religion diablifhed,
that, being unable to opprefs any other, all Profeffions
live happily together, and are liberally tolerated. There

are fix univerfities in different cities ; that of Koningiberr,
its the moil celebrated.
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Agriculture is highly encouraged, and they abound in

torn, timber, hemp, flax, and various minerals. The
filberies arc confiderable, and their mines are faid to pro-
duce annually about 2,27,5001. They have excellent (Imp
and goats.

Thecommerce of Pruflia is very extenfive, it giving em-
ployment to above 12,000 feamen, and is faid to produce
annually about 5,25o,cool. Sterling.

PALATINATE of the RHINE and ELECTORATE
of BAVARIA.

THIS Palatinate and Eleftorate contain about 2,s3o,000
fouls, upon a furface of 26,816 fquare miles, being at the
rate of about 134 inhabitants to each cluare mile. The
principal towns are Munich, Manheim, Duireldorf, Fran-
kenteil, and Heideiburgh. .

They can raife about so,000 horfe and foot. The reve-
nues of this Eleaorate are computed at about a,o3s 2sel.

The fovereignty is hereditary to males only, and au-
thority is unlimited throughout the dominions, except in
the Duchies of Berg and Juliers, which are governed by
their refpellive states. The civil law prevails in general.

The Roman Catholic is the ellablifbed and molt prevail-
in; religion, though the Proteliants are numerous; and
enjoy toleration. There are two univerfities, at Ingolliadt
and 'Heide/burgh, and an academy of arts and fciences at
Munich.

The Palatinate of the Rhine is exceedingly wellcultivated,
abounds with corn, wine, fruit, hemp, flax, and tobacco.
Bavaria is much Icfs improved, though it produces corn,
cattle, wood, and falt. Its iron mines form an important
*Weft, and furnilh employment to numbers. Valialage
bill exitisin a great part of theft dominions.

The Palatinate of the Rhine has various manufailures,
of which the moll important article is porcelain. Bavaria
has very few fabrics, and commerce is, there fupported by
natural produftions, particularly their minerals, and the
great fak-wot ks of Salfinsrp
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ELECTORATE of SAXONY.

THIS Elefforate contains about 1452mo fouls , upon a
surface of z t,68o fquare miles, being at the rate of z so in-
habitants to each fquare mile. The principal towns are
Drefden, Leipfic, Zittmy, Wirtenberg, and Freyburgh.
They can mice about 30,000 horfe and foot. The revenues
are eftimated at r,rso,000l.

The fovereignty is hereditary only to males. The go-
vernment is extremely mild, the fovereign authority being
tempered by the power of the Rates. Higher and Lower
Lnfatia have a peculiar constitution. For public affairs,
there are the privy council of state, a chamber of commerce,
and finances and a council of war.

Lutheianifm is the eftabliffied religion ; but all other lefts
are tolerated. The Roman Catholics enjoy many privileges
In Higher and Lower Lufatia.

Saxony is efteemed the chief feat of German literature,
nor are the fciences more univerfally underftood in any
other country in Europe. There are three univerfities,
that of Leipfic the molt celebrated ; alfo an academy of arts,
and various fcientific bodies.

Saxony is in general well cultivated, which added to the
fuperior goodnefs o'f its foil, affords plenty of corn, oil,
wine, and fruits • alf) hemp and flax, tobacco, hops, faf-
fron, &c. Its fOrefts furnifh fufficient timber and wood,
'and its mines form a great fource of wealth. As it abounds
with manufaftures, its commerce is 'very extenfive. The
book trade is an effential branch. Dye, fluffs, porcelain,.
linen, (ilk and woollen fluffi, hats and glafs, are principal
articles. They import wines, Eaft-India goods, and tome
/Arid& manufadures.

ELECTORATE of HANOVER.

THIS Eleftorate contains about a ,o62,5oo fouls, upon
a furface of 10,330 fquare miles, being at the rate of about
103 inhabitants to each fquare,mile. The principal towns
are Bremen, Hanover, Zell, Lunenburgh, and Gottingen.
The number of their forces amount to about 2o,o2a. Its
revenues produce annually about 81,o,000l.
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The fovereiE,r my is hereditary, and the fovere i gn powet
is adminiliered by the Lords of the Regency, appointed by
the F.1.:0-or, King of Great Britain. Throughout all tlic
provinces they polkfs a contiderable time of freedom, the
people I..eing reprefcnted in the allt-mblies of the !late. No
government can be more mild, and an air of content is vi-
fiblc in the countenance of every inhabitant.

Luthetahilm is the eilablilhed religion, but all others
enjoy a perfeEt toleration, and are publicly exercifed. Dif-
ference in religious fentiments here give no interruption to
that harmony which fhould fubfift among fellow-citizens.

Literature is in a very advanced fiatc throughout all theft
dominions. The univerfity of Gottingen is defervedly ce-
lebrated, and contains fixty profeflors, and about Soo flu-
dents of different nations. There are alto feveral colleges,
and a number of well-eltablithed fchuols Giroughout the
Eleftorate.

Though there are various traits of heath and marlly
ground in this EleCtorate, the foil in general produces plenty
of corn, fruits, hemp, flax, tobacco, madder, and fume
wine. There are feveral large fait-works. A great number
of cattle arc reared, as well as excellent horfes. Mort me-
tals and minerals are found here. The forelts furnilli fuf-
ficient timber, and large quantities of pitch and tar.

Their natural productions afford ample materials for
commerce, fo as to prevent the balance being againft them,
though their manufaCtures are not fuflicicot for confump-
tioo.

Cattle, horfes, falt, wrought iron, and fuel, are their
principal articles of export. Bremen is one of the greatott
commercial towns in German y.

SP AIN.

THIS kingdom is fituated between 3 6 • and 44• of North
latitude, and between 3 • and lc • of Eaft iongitude, con-
taining about ic, 3 :•o,00r) fouls, upon a furface of z4S,41S%
fquare mi:es, being 7o to a mile, ditlributed among 139
towns, 21,083 villages, and 19,683 parifhes. Madrid
the capital. In Spanifh America, -re about there millioas
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6t Europeans, rrail.,!tces, and negroes. They have about
73,cco regular forces, and 20,0 T.O militia. The annual
revenue is computed at 24,166,6661.

The power of the King is abfolute and unlimited. The
adminitiration of g o vernment is committed to ten councils,
each of which has its feparace department in civil and mili-
tary affairs, and in cafes of law.

The people's knowledge of religion may be collthed
from the levity and abfurdity of their ,,vorfhip, which is
replete with fuels grofs offences againa fenfe and decency
as even to d!fple,fe the Catholics of other nations. Here
the inquilition reigns in all its terror, and threatens the
life and liberty of all who deviate from the diablithed
faith.

Nature has done much for Spain, but the inhabitants do
little for themfelves. In the animal kingdom, their honks
have of old been celebrated for their ficetnefs and beauty;
but the breed declines, as the Spaniards happen at prefent to
prefer mules. The value of their fheep needs no comment.
They have plenty of game and fowl, as well as of the choiceft
fruits.

The total decline of apiculture here dates its origin on
the dilcovery of the new world. The influence of this,
joined with the habits of pride and indolence, have com-
pletely overthrown tillage and grafiery.

On the expullion of the Moors from Spain, the manu-
fa6tures of cloth, damafks, fatins, filks, fire-arms, and
paper, which were in a thriving flate, funk confiderably;
and, on the fall of the Duke or Riperda, the linen manufac-
tures declined.

'use commerce of Spain, which is carried on in foreign
bottoms, is confiderable ; but the balance is againli it, and
difcharged in Qeeie, which leaves the kingdom poor in gold
and Liver, notwithitanding the prodigious fmrce of its
fupplies. The dearnefs of proviliors, the enormous im-
polls on all objefts of neciffity, and an infinity of (hackles
upon the .cultivator, arreil the prog, refs of their manufac-
tures. How fallen from its fe:,t of fplendour, finer the
time .of Charles the Fifth ! It mutt however be con felled,
that the Spaniards now begin to pay attention to the int.
provunent of their manufaaures and cQmmerce.
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PORTUGAL.

• The eirtntials of religion are not itricaly atte,ided to in
Portugal ; but the moil rigorous regard is given to all the
external rites of the Roman Catholic faith. Religious fu-
perilition and hatred amply feed the inquilition, though
its cruel abufes are now moderated. The power of the Pope
is (till excefri s. • e, who draws a greater revenue from Portugal
than the King hiailelf, after deduEling the charges of go-
vernment.

Name has been laviih in her gifts towards this country ;
the animal kingdom ahounds, and each fpecies of it is dif-
tingniihed by fome excellence. The vegetable kingdom
fupplies many countries in Europe with the moil delicious
fruit,, and the woods and fields of Portttgal are like Ar-
cadian fee.lts, befelangled vs1:11 flowers, and filled with
fragrance.

Here agriculture is neglened ; and, though poffelfed of fo
Maly m.tterals for manuftElut es .end fabrics, they do not
undertake filch eltabl tinents. They export their Ilk,
wool, and metals, the raw and ui •tv:ouz,ht hate. How-
ever, their foreign comnietce is great, and comprehends
he woad.

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FRANCE.

THIS kingdom is fituated between 42 • and st • of North
latitude, and between 5 . and 8• of Eaft longitude, contain-
ing about z8,00c,o o of fouls, upon a furface of 157,924.
fluare miles, being at the rate of 157 to each fquare mile,
ditlributed amongft 43 cities, 1503 {mall towns, roo,coo
villages, and 3^,142 parilles. On their army lilts were
2.28,497 men, and 73,o o militia; but now the whole na-
tion may be conlidered but as one army. Faris is the ca.
pital.

The government of France continued abfolute and arbi-
trary for fome centuries ; but in 1739, a revolution took
place, when it vas determined, by a new confiitution,
that " all men are flee and equal in rights, and that rove-
" reignty relides in the nati,,ti." Not long afterwards,
the peop'e reColved on the fukerii . .n of the regal power,
chofe a Natiyaal Convention, u bo, in September 1792, met

vand decreed, that the g moment of France fhould be no
longer a Monarchy, but a Republic. The multitude of
fubkcitent evetsts, whether internal or external, aliening
this fingularly-rnetamorphofed Rate, is too recent and too
well known to need to be here repeated.

*fore the late revolutions in France the Roman Caitll•
tic religion alone vas tolerated, except that in fome cities
j:ws were fiffered, and in Alface the Lutherans and Rea
fOrmed poffs liberty of confcience by treaty.

Nature has in France provided both for the wants and
pleafures of man. The animal ki n gdom abounds; that of
the vegetable is alto great, and its delicious fruits and M.
cvilent wines are well known. The gold and M yer mines
have been exhaufted; but copper and iron are in abun-
dance.

With refpedt to agriculture, a zeal has lately difplayed
itfelf in the nation for its improvement. It is the fubjedt
of the learned, who give it their molt valuable thoughts;
and it is the objeft of the Itateftnan, who has exonerated it
from incumbrances, and procured it the freedom of expor-
tation.

Tht rnanufaftures of France are fo numerous and 'im-
proved as to refleft credit upon the alacrity and (kill of the
nation. Their foreign trade is very extenfive in Europe,
to the Levant, Africa, the Eat and Weft Indies, and to
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this may be added the cod-fi(hery. All of which incline the
balance much on their. fide.

UNITED NETHERLANDS..

THESE territories are fituated between et • 2of and 33*
35'o•North latitude, and between 2* and 7 • of Eaft longi-
tnde, containing about 2,718,632 fouls, upon a furface of
near ro,000 fquare miles, being at the rate of 275 inhabi-
tants to each fquare mile, clittributed amongft 153 towns,
and r400,vilLges. The principal places are Amfterdarn,
Rotterdam, Leyden, Haerlem, Hague, &c. Their army,
in time of war, is capable of being raifed to soi000 men,
and their marine confifts of upwards of too veffels. Their
revenues amount to about 2,926,6661.

Thi • political body is cemented by articles of confederation
made in the year r579, for their mutual fupport and fafety.
The internal government of each is vetted in their own
provinci al diets; but the general concerns of the whole are
committed to the hates general. The Stadtholder is the
firit . ftibjea of the republic, pofiefred of high power and
importance in affairs of ft-ate and government, as alto the
departments of • tea and land, being Captain and Admiral-
General of the United States.

Each of the provinces, being independent,. polleflesit:
own laws and legiflative power. juftice is administered
in upper and lower courts, appeals lying from the latter to
the former, and from ;tide, in malt provinces, to the
states.

The reformed religion prevails, and none but its mem-
bers are admitted into the offices of government ;: but all
other lefts have free toleration. 	 •

Nature has been rather ican:y in her gfts to the United
Netherlands ; but human exertion and induftry have in a
great meafure fupplied this defeft. The fine pall tires gained
from fwamps and rapid rivers are ftocked n-,ith fine horned
cattle, which afford a confiderable fupply of butter and
eheefe for exportation. -Their cheep alfo produce wool very
little inferior to the S panith.

Their manufadu res are fill confiderable, and they ex-
port gold and filver fluffs, velvets, damafks, filks, woollen,
cottons, paper, earthen ware, and pottery. Their foreign
trade extends to all parts of the globe; but is ncititerdo

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lonrithing nor profitable as formerly. Their molt lucrative
trade is now to Afia and the Eaft Indies.

SARDINIA.

THIS kingdom is fituated between 39• and 46• of Nortk
latitude, and between 5 • and Jo• of Eaft longitude, con.

3,180,00n fouls, upon a furface of ao,t6o forge
miles, being upon the whole at the rate ofL57 to each
fquare mile. The whole military force of Sardinia is com-
puted at 24,000 men. Turin is the capital.

The form of this government is wholly monarchial; for
the legifiative and executive powers rcfide in the hands of
the King, and all ecclefiallical perfons, and the nobility,
'are dependant upon him. The crown is hereditary in the
nude line; and the revenue is about one million doling.

Asthis kingdom arofe out of countries which were united
by degrees, it has no general lows; but each retains its own
*Atoms and rules of right, except they be annulled by the
earns of the King.

The Roman Catholic religion has abated fomething of
its intolerancy; and Proteftants are now here faired to
approach their God according to the diCtates of their own
Yeafon and fyflems of their religion.

In the animal kingdom of Sardinia the herds of cattle are
tonfiderabk, and furnith Italy with wool, hides, and
eheefe. It abounds with game of all forts. The vegetable
kingdomredundant in its fupplics, and particularly of
the molt delicious fruits, except on the northern fide of the
ridges of the mountains; but the mineral kingdom within
Isis rich as the vegetable is barren without.

The produ0s of this kingdom would receive a confider-
ableincreafe, if all the inhabitants were as induftrious as
thofc of Savoy and Piedmont. There even the rocks arc
prepared for the cultivation of vines and corn and the
breeding of Mk-worms in Piedmont has arrived to fuch a
Rate of perfation, that, notwithitanding the number of its
ilk manufactures, raw filk is exported to a. confiderable
amount.

The trade of Sardinia is very vigorous ; but the (bore of
the continent is too limited for commerce to &milk. The-
principal exports are (ilk, oil, wine, cattle, fruits, hemp,.

rice; and they import many articles of luxury.



THE TWO SICILEES.

THESE are fitiated between 36* 3e and 43• tot of
North latitude, and between az • 40' and IP 3o of Lift
longitude; containing near 6,o,o,o.o of fouls, upon a fur-
face of 29,60o fquare miles, being at the rate of zo6 to each
fquare mile. Naples and Palermo are the two principal ci-
ties. Their military force amounts to abbut 27,000 men,
and their navy to about 32 veflels. Their annual revenue
amounts to about 3,134,000l.

The government is a limited monarchy ; the kingdom it-
fell is a fief to the apoftolic fee. The power of the King of
Naples is very great; yet the Rates have a right to convene
every two years, and, deliberate on a don grataite for his
Majelly. This Akmbly is called the earliament, to:wh411
the nobles and citizens fend their deputies, and the prelates
alto when they are barons.

The whole kingdom of Naples follows the Roman laws,
if they be not contrary to custom, or the King's exprics
edids. The adminiftration of justice is in slow Rate, and
theprocefks are carried on fo slowly, and the caufes of cop-
fequence accumulate fo confidezably, that they Imola.
employment for 3,o,000 advocates in the city of Naples
alone.

The inhabitants of Naples and Sicily are too indolent to
encourage agricultureas far as their excellent foil permits ;
yet fo bountiful is nature, that, notwithflanding their inat-
tention, both countries are able- to cairn corn. The breed-
kg of cattle, and the fifhery, are not of much value to tile
people ; the principal branch of fupport is formed by op.,
lemons, wine, and silk. There are fome fabrics crated an
the country, but they fall very fat &on of what the raw
produCts require.

Their trade, however, is not inconsiderable; nature
forces it on them by the richnefs and abundance of her gifts,
for from themfelves it receives little or no encouragement.
The products of the country are exported by foreigners,
particularly by the En4lisb, French, andDutsh. This
terrestrial paradife exhibits extreme poverty, tough the
defaultof industry and navigation, to both of which its kw
Won invites.
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POPE's STATES.

THESE flees are fituated between 41* and 44 • of !Zonis
latitude, and between 12• 4o' and Iv of Eat} longitude,
containing a,aoo,occ fouls, upon a furface of 13,770 fquare
miles, being at the rate of about 16o inhabitants to each
fquare mile. Their whole force does not amount to more
than 365o efreCtive men. Rome is the capital. The mo-
dern revenues of this (late are computed at 5,695,8331. .

The government of thefe Dates is monarchial ; for, con-
fidering the head of tl e Roman church only as a Prince of
an Italian flare, we find him pofkffet1 of alma abfolute
anthority, reflriCted but by few prerogatives of the cardi-
nals. Thefe conftitute a college of 7o perfons, who have
an exclulive right to cleft a Pope out of their own body,
he again appoints the cardinals, and exercifes fume rights of
the government in common with them.,

Thefe points, which each cardinal on his election mutt
(wear to obferve, are held as fundamental laws of the popifh
Bate; loch are the perfecution of heretics, the infallibility
of the Pope, the inalienabilitrof benefices in all countries
belonging to the Dates of the Pope, &c. All civil and
criminal laws are founded upon the Roman law. In cede-
fiallical affairs, the law of the Pope, or the canon law,
prevails.

The animal kingdom affords buffaloes, horfes,_and.an
extraordinary good breed of (wine. The (beep produce
very , good wool. Bears and wolves are found on the Ap.
permutes, and they have plenty of fowl and &h. The fer•
tility of the foie would yield every produ&ion of nature;
but the cloth of the inhabitants caufes even a deficiency
of the nec •frary ftipports of life. 111 forts of corn, le-
mons, oil, and almond-trees, timber, wine, tobacco, and
many medicinal heibs, grow here. They have all forts of
marble, &e. and the mountains contain feveral forts.of
metals.

The inhabitants, however, pofkfs not induftry enough
to ufe thefe advantages properly in manufaitures or trade.
Their commerce is quite paflive, and would not at all exit}
were it not for their necefilties. The fituation of this
country is miferable; agriculture is neglected, the Juglawl-
man is but a day-labourer, and there is little rail), and no
commerce.
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VENICE.

THIS republic is fituated between 44• and 46• ao' of
North latitude, and g o 45 , and 16• of Eaft longitude, con-
taining 2,6: 5 ,roo fouls, upon a furface of 13,65o fquare
miles, being at the rate of 193 inhabitants to each fquare
mile. Their military force amounts to about z8,000 men;
but, ii time of war, the republic takes foreign troops into
pay; and they have a few (hips of war and frigates. Ve•
nice is the capital. The modern revenue of this Republic
is computed at t,000,000l.

The.government is ariftocratical ; for the fupreme power
becoming hereditary in Tome families of the nobility, they
had it confirmed by fundamental laws. The firft officer of
!gate, the Doge, or Duke, is elefted by 45 members of the
great cotincil. He poftiffes his dignity for life; but his
power is very limited and weak.

The civil law of the Venetians is founded upon the Ro.
man laws ; the criminal ftatutes are uncommonly rigid and

iitrong; but the laws of 'police are too weak, fumptuary
laws excepted. Juftice is adminiflere,d in every town; but
the higheft courts arc thofe at Venice.

The fertility of the Venetian fines is very great. They
poffefs cooliderable breeds of cattle and (beep, but not of
horfes. Their lakes and rivers are full of fifh, and the
prodnftion of filk is confiderable. They have plenty of
torn, rice, fine fruits, wine, faffron, medicinal herbs,
hemp, flax, and wood for (hip building. They hove ilia.
bailer, marble, earth for porcel in, mines of copper, iron,
and lead, fait, mineral waters, 'end hot baths.

They are a very induftrious people, and arc fo attache/
to agriculture that they appoint particular academies for it;
improvement. Fabrics and manufadures flourith at Ve-
nice; but chiefly the filk, fluff, cloth, leather, glafs, mix•
ror, and cora', fabrics.

Their commerce is not fo flourifhing as formerly. It
recovered its fpirit during the American war ; but it muff
loon fink again. , The principal caufes are the impofts, the
interference of more aftive and powerful nations, the pro.
hillitions of the nobility from the engagements of commerce,
and their great lofles in war.
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The OTTOMAN EMPIRE.

THIS empire is fituated between 36° and 49 • of North
latitude, and between t5° and 36* of EMT longitude, con-
taining in the whole above 49, .00,000 of fbnls, upon a
fpace of above 3c fquare miles, being at the rate of
.near biz to C *ch fquare mile. Their military force is com-
puted at 270,000 men, but capable of being inereafed to
more than 400,coo. They have 3z fhips of the line, from
so to 74 guns, and 44 frigates and galleys, of ten guns and
upwards. C.)nflantinople is the capital. The revenues are
ellimatel at z,soc,000l.

The Ottoman torn' of government is defpotic ; the Ili-
preme power rats in the bands of the Sultan, who is under
no obligations but thole which the precepts of his religion
lay upon Win. 'According to the laws, he potlefies undi-
vided authority ; but the weaknefs and negligence 'of for-
mer Sultans havegiven great influence in the government to
the officers of the Seraglio, the officers of slate, and filch as
profit's authority among the people. The provinces are
governed by Balhaws, who pretide over the provincial coma-

.cils, and have almoft an unlimited power.
The codes of law are the Koran; the Fetwas of the

Mufti, and Soliman's laws. The precepts of the &It go
to civil and criminal cafes; but they are often fo obrcure
as to require the particular explanations of the Mufti, which
are called Fetwas. The adminiftration of juftice generally
belongs to thofe of the ecclefiattical ftate ; for, as the deci-
lions are according to the Koran, only divines can explain
it, and con fequently mnfl be the'judges.

The Mahometan is the prevailing religion of the empire ;
but other lefts can purcliale their toleration. Their clergy,
which confifts of eight orders, is numerous.

Nature has prufutely lavifhed her gifts on molt parts of
there countries; but the indolent and opprefled inhabtants
fuller them to be negleiled, and are indigent amidfl their
advantages. Their wild animals produce valuable thins,
and they have ple6ty of horfes and Il.fep. They have abun-
dance of corn, the aloft delicious fruits, cotton, manna,
and the richeft gums. They are alto well fupplied with mi-
nerals. Fabrics and manufaCtures are in a low state, et
trade is flourifhing ; and, were their induflry awakened to
attend to manufaCtores, titeir commerce would oevery.con-
fiderable.
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GREAT BRITAIN.

THIS kingdom, including England, Wales, and Scot-
land, is fituated between 49• so' and 2j of North la-
titude, and betv.-een 7 . 4,-/ Weft, and i • go' of Bail longi-
tude, containing 9,600,000 inhabitant, upon a furface of
79, 7 10 fivare miles, being too people to each feniare mile.
Of thefe, England and Wales contain about 13,
upon a furface of c4,1 to fq•are miles, being near I co to
each lquare mile, diltributed among(' 28 cities, 6sotowns,
and 913 parilbes. The northern divilion, Scotland, con-
tains about t,500,000 inhabitants, upon an area of 25,600
fquare miles, being at the rate of s9 to -each flitiate mile.
The army is calculated at 4 , ,sco men, and the militia,
when embodied, about 4c,000 men. The navy confifis of
42 (hips; and zo,00c men, including 3360 marinas, are in
pay for the fleet. The medium produce of the revenue is
about 1:,6so,:sol.

Great Baitain is a limited monarchy, and hereditary to
both fexes. The King mull be of the Protettant religion, as
eftablithei. The King polLfies the executive power of go-
vernment, and,with the Parliament, (bares in the legillative.
Parliament is compofed of the three dives, the Sovereign,
the Houfe of Peers, and the Houle of Commons, confiding
of 459 members, clef-led to reprefent the counties, cities,
and boroughs of England, 24 for thole of Wales, and 45
for Scotland.

The climate of England is mild, the foil for the molt part
naturally good, yielding every ufeful produelion, wine, oil,
and (ilk excepted. The genius and induftry of the people,
in the arts of agriculture and gardening, in the mode of
feeding cattle, breeding hones and (beep, have placed Eng-
land beyond every ether European country in this point.—
The woollen manufadlures of Eng'and, and the pi oduce of
their mitres, &c. are inexhauflible fourc,:s of riches.

The perin'ering indultry and great mechanical inge-
nuity of its inhabitants have given Great Bri ,.ain decidedly
the firit place in Europe as a commercial and manufaEluring
country. The advantage of her infular lituat rnarl, ex-
cellent harbours, and vat} extent of tea line, have highly
contributed to her fuperiority ; but Ler prodigious iniptcve-
Prents in every manufaaure and mechanical art, joined to
,tits wilt laws for the proteetion of trade, and the high re.
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float in which the mercantile charafter is held, have ad.
vanced her yet more. Next to manufaltures, the Merles
ate of the greateft importance. The total of thecommerce,
import and export, employs above two, millions of tons of
'hipping ; and the balance in favour of Great Britain is
above three millions on an average.
